What:   Our local hospitals are in need of blood, and we are all in need of some relief at the 

pump. So right now Florida’s Blood Centers (FBC), your local blood bank, is giving 
donors who come to its centers some gas to say thank you. 

 
Center donors will receive a gas card for their blood donation when they make an 
appointment or walk into a center. And each day, one donor will receive $100 in gas.  
The winner is selected at random, and each day branch donors are automatically 
registered to win the $100 award.
